Over 600 children are enrolled in low-cost, safe 
and nurturing learning environments at our seven 
child care sites. Parents using our services have 
greater flexibility to acquire and maintain employment, thus benefiting 
the entire family. 
  
Girls, age 5 to 13 with limited computer access have the opportunity 
to be a part of our TechGYRLS® program and learn about 
technology, science, math, and engineering concepts that impact their 
lives now and in the future, ALL FOR FREE. 
  
Parents learned better parenting skills leading to stronger family 
relationships through our low-cost and/or subsidized Family 
Enrichment Center workshops.  
  
Monday through Friday at each of our four East Side Union High 
School after-school programs, 60 to 80 teens are in a 
supportive, creative, and academically stimulating environment, ALL 
FOR FREE. 
  
Children have a safe and supervised environment to spend time 
with their non-custodial parents through our low-cost Supervised 
Visitation program. 
  
In addition to seeing clients at our downtown Counseling Center, all 
San Jose Unified School District middle and high 



school students have access to a qualified YWCA counselor 
on campus at 16 school sites, ALL FOR FREE.
